Attack on a UAE military vessel in the Bab El Mandeb strait

UKMTO has reported a rocket attack on a UAE military vessel in the Bab El Mandeb strait that occurred on the
morning of 1 October. Although investigations are ongoing, their preliminary assessment based on eye witness
reports is that this appears to be a specific and targeted rocket attack from ashore on a UAE flagged (military)
vessel and linked with the Yemen conflict. There are already some open source reports (Al Jazeera/Iranian TV)
on this incident.

Members are reminded of the BIMCO security advisories of March / April and June 2015 and advised that there
is no change in the level of instability in Yemen. Port operation information remains as briefed in our advisory of
9 June 2015.

Members should remain cautious whilst transiting the Bab el Mandeb and consider the continued application of
BMP 4 ship protection measures until well to the North of the straits eg, bridge personal protection gear and bridge
protection passive defence measures (sandbags/reinforced glass Rocket fences if available etc) reporting to
UKMTO and MSCHOA.

Owners and managers are advised to have contingency plans in hand for the unlikely but possible closure of Bab
el Mandeb or if their flag and/or P&I clubs (who should be consulted before calling any Yemeni port) should
advise against passage of the strait or calling Yemen. Currently the advised intelligence picture does NOT suggest
this is likely but BIMCO will keep members updated and advised.

Announcement: Conflict in Yemen

Members will have seen the guidance issued by the United Kingdom Maritime Trade Office (UKMTO) in
Advisory Notice 003/OCT/16. There is no indication or evidence that the merchant shipping community is a
target and this UKMTO advisory is forwarded to ensure ships reduce the risk of becoming accidentally involved
in the Yemeni conflict.

Advisory notice: 003/0CT/16
Category: Maritime Security Incident/SOLAS - update

Description: On 1 October 2016, UKMTO advised of a ship on fire at 0102 UTC in position 13 06N, 043 08E
(Bab €] Mandeb straits). Indications are this incident is linked with the Yemen conflict and was a targeted attack
from ashore on a specific UAE flagged ship.

Masters can expect to see an increased coalition warship presence in the Bab el Mandeb straits and as a
precaution, should consider the following:

* maintain the farthest possible distance from the Yemen coast

» transit the Bab el Mandeb straits during daylight hours

» use the western TSS, increase speed, maintain vigilance and report any unusual activity to UKMTO.
