Uluslararasi Deniz Ticaret Odasi, Panama Kanal idaresi tedbirleri kapsaminda gemilerin kanal
gecislerinde % 30’dan fazla artisla yiizlesebileceklerini dile getirdi.

Panama Kanal idaresi, 15 Subat 2020 tarihinden tarihinden itibaren kanal gecisi yapan 125 ft (38.1 m)
ve Uzeri gemilerden 10.000 ABD Dolari Ucret 6demesi (Freshwater Charge) alinmasina iliskin
uygulamanin yururlige konacagini bildirdi. Bunun yaninda gegisin yapildigi siirede Gatun Go6li’'nilin
seviyesine baglh olarak degisken yeni Ucret tarifelerinin belirlenebilecegi belirtiimektedir. Uluslararasi
Deniz Ticaret Odasinin (ICS) hesaplamalarina gore, bu degisikliklerin Panama Kanali’ndan gegis yapacak
bir gemiye % 15’ e kadar arti bir maliyet getirecegi ifade edilmektedir.

Yeni “Tathsu Harcl”, Panama Kanal idaresi’nin 1 Nisan 2020 yilinda uygulamaya girecek gegis
Ucretlerinde buylk degisiklikler getirecek planlarin basinda geliyor. Gegis Ucretlerindeki bu
degisikliklerin kanaldan gecen gemilere % 17 oraninda ek maliyet getirebilecegi beklenmektedir.

Tum bu ek lcretler birlestirildiginde, gemilerin 1 Nisan 2020 tarihinden itibaren Panama Kanali’'ndan
% 30’un Uzerinde daha fazla licret 6deyerek gececegini isaret ediyor.

Panama Kanali idaresi’nin “Tatlisu Harci” uygulamasini duyurmasi ile yirirliige koymasi arasinda
sadece bir ay gecti. Bu siire, karari ve potansiyel etkilerini degerlendirmek i¢in oldukca az bir zaman
olarak degerlendirildi. Sektoriin tiim paydaslari kanal gegis licretlerindeki degisiklik ile ilgili karar verme
siirecinde gectigimiz yil birlikte calisma yiiriittii. Calismalara dahil olan Panama Kanal idaresi’nin de bu
calismalarda gemi sahiplerinin artan maliyetlerle zora sokacak bu artislari erteleme konusunda
hemfikir oldugu gozlendi.

“1 Nisan 2020 tarihinden itibaren yiriirlige girecek kanal gegis tarifesindeki degisiklikler hakkinda
Panama Kanal idaresi ile birlikte calisma yapilirken, “Tatlisu Harci” uygulamasi sektére bir siirpriz oldu.

Sektor, halihazirda kiresel bazda corona virlslnin etkileri, piyasanin yeni kikirt limitleri
reglilasyonlarina adaptasyonu gibi konularda maliyet artislari ile ylizlesmektedir.

Bu sebeple, sektérii ve kiiresel ekonomiyi daha da zora sokan Panama Kanal idaresi’nin bu
uygulamasinin yerinde bir karar olmadigini degerlendiriyorum. Deniz Tasimaciligl zaten en dislk
marjlarinda yiritlliyor.

SHIPS MAY FACE MORE THAN 30% HIGHER COSTS UNDER NEW PANAMA

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Ships may face more than 30% higher costs under new Panama Canal
Authority measures, says International Chamber of Shipping

The Panama Canal Authority has said it will impose a ‘Freshwater Charge’ on ships passing
through the canal from 15th February. The charge will be set at $10,000 for any vessel over
125 feet long. There will also be a variable surcharge based on the level of the Gatun Lake
at the time of transit. The International Chamber of Shipping (ICS) calculate this move will
increase costs to ships passing through the Panama Canal by up to 15%.

The new ‘Freshwater Charge’ comes ahead of significant changes in rates to the Panama
Canal Authority 2020 Tolls Modification, which is due to become effective on April 1st, 2020.
This Toll modification could see additional cost increases of up to 17% for ships passing
through the Canal.

If the charges are combined, some ships passing through the Panama Canal could face
price hikes of over 30% by April 1st. The period between the announcement of the new
“Freshwater Charges” and their date of implementation is only a month, giving little time to
consider the decision and its potential effects. All stakeholders were engaged in the
decision-making process for the Toll modification last year, and the Panama Canal Authority
at this time agreed to defer increases to allow shipowners to factor in the rise.

For shipowners, the proposed fees amount to yet another rise in toll charges.
Guy Platten, Secretary General ICS said:

“While we have worked with the Panama Canal Authority to manage the upcoming
implementation of toll modification rise on April 1st, the introduction of the ‘Freshwater
Charges’ have taken the shipping industry by surprise.

“The industry is currently facing increased price pressures globally, as demand has been hit
hard by coronavirus and markets are adjusting to the new regulations on sulphur levels.

“It is therefore highly inadvisable for the Panama Canal Authority to put increased strain on
industry and the wider global economy at this time. Shipping already operates on the
slimmest of margins. Cost hikes in this range, without sufficient warning, places undue
pressure on the industry at a sensitive time when we are being asked to invest in a low
emissions future.

“We encourage the Panama Port Authority to consider postponing the introduction of the
‘Freshwater Charge’ to give industry a chance to better prepare.”
