The number of cases reported varies depending on the time they are reported to WHO for inclusion in
their daily statistics, so numbers constantly change. ICS is also aware that different media are
reporting higher numbers, but it is essential for us to use WHO data as official benchmark numbers.

It is also important to understand that a number of countries, particularly in Africa and South and
Central America and the Caribbean still do not have access to testing kits or have an extreme
shortage of kits (such as the US and the Philippines) so it is difficult to know if people have contracted
the virus in these countries. Caution should therefore be taken in this regard.

It is also worth noting that the new countries now identified as having cases are in the latin American
countries and Africa.

ICS ASSISTANCE

e |CS is monitoring the situation daily and advising members as and when appropriate.

= |CS is now chairing a weekly coronavirus taskforce group meeting once a week involving all
the main welfare agencies and ITF. This group meets on a Tuesday and then key issues
arising can be flagged up to the appropriate agencies/ governments.

= |CS has also established an inter industry group with the main UN agencies which meets on a
Thursday to discuss areas of cooperation on various matters, this has proven particularly
effective in discussing issues regarding certification and raising concerns about crew changes.

e |CS would be grateful if we could continue to be notified of: -

e any information regarding crew members undergoing testing or who have tested positive
for COVID-19. It is important to track the number of crew affected on all ships and to be
able to report this back to WHO and IMO to ensure appropriate measures are adopted.

e issues faced in procuring necessary medical supplies. We will update our list and get
advice from WHO if certain items are impossible to obtain to identify potential alternatives.

e any other employment concerns particularly in relation to crew change issues, and
discrimination relating to crew nationality.

e any other issues arising in relation to the outbreak to be raised at an international level.

COVID-19: GLOBAL PORT RESTRICTIONS MAP

ICS encourages members and shipping companies to review a website of potential ports with
restrictions. As countries announce new restrictions on ships and crew that call at vulnerable
locations to try to combat spread of Covid-19 staying up to date can be complex. Wilhelmsen Ships
Service has produced an online “Coronavirus — Global Port Restrictions Map” updated twice a day
demonstrating ports or countries with restrictions but may not be exhaustive. Link

IMPACT ON SEAFARERS

Many countries have also imposed visa restrictions and mandatory quarantine for seafarers from
countries significantly affected by COVID-19. To obtain daily updated information on the flight
situation review the IATA website which gives comprehensive coverage. Link

Chaplains and ship visitors are now finding it difficult to gain access to ships in many ports and ICS is
working with ICMA to see what help they may need in this regard. ICS has asked them to see if they
can explore virtual ship visiting by video conferencing as an alternative option. The missions are
working on this and Sailors Society has already started doing this. ICS is also working with the
welfare agencies to see if major telephony providers can offer cheaper or free international calls for
seafarers at this time.

MEDICAL ADVICE

All countries must follow the WHO IHR which apply to all transport sectors including shipping and
aviation and give clear advice to follow to avoid global spread of infections and outbreaks of
communicable diseases. These were updated in 2005 to reflect lessons learned from the SARS
crisis. All ships must complete a Maritime Declaration of Health or Passenger Locator form before
entering a port area to identify health concerns early so that appropriate assistance given.

A pratique license is given to a ship to enter port if the captain assures the authorities that she is free
from contagious disease. Clearance granted is known as free pratique. A ship can request pratique
by flying a solid yellow square-shaped flag. (Q flag - International maritime signal flags.) Port States
must assist vessels with suspected cases of contagious diseases and if necessary provide medical
assistance, equipment and other goods such as fresh food and water to ships affected. Ships with
over 100 crew onboard must have a medical practitioner onboard whereas cargo ships and other
vessels travelling internationally may have seafarers with limited first aid and medical training.

ICS is conscious of the fluid nature of the situation and will continue to work with international bodies
to ensure our guidance reflects up to date developments. Key current messages are to:

e Access advice from telemedical services, internet advice, and port health authorities.

e Carry a copy of the International Medical Guide for Ships or a national equivalent publication
with medical advice including a list of equipment and medicines required to be kept onboard.

e Check the WHO suggested equipment for COVID-19. Most is already carried onboard
merchant vessels but equipment not carried onboard including testing equipment should be
provided by port State health officials.

o Preferably utilise single cabins if the medical room is in use to avoid spreading the disease.

This comprehensive document aims to support all types of ships operating in international waters with
current effective information to limit spread of COVID-19. It has been produced together with WHO,
IMO, ECDC and IMHA and highlights a raft of measures including advice on:

Managing Port Entry Restrictions,

Practical Protective Measures Against COVID-19 for Seafarers,
An Outbreak Management Plan.

Pre-boarding screening,

Education and what to do in Suspected Cases of Infection.
Hygiene measures for seafarers on Ships,

Managing high risk exposure,

Case handling,

Isolation

Cleaning, disinfection and waste management.

The guidance also comes with posters which can be printed out and placed onboard ships together
with a Sample Pre-Boarding Passenger Locator Form and a WHO COVID-19 Support and Logistics
Supplies List.

SHIP ACCESS TO MEDICAL SUPPORT IN PORTS

ICS is aware of reported situations where cruise ships cannot dock in certain countries ports. Each
incident is being reported to WHO and we will continue to press for countries to honour their IHR
obligations.

It is helpful to know of cases where seafarers with reported symptoms cannot access medical
assistance from shore side personnel so that these issues can be raised at an international level.

Notice of Shanghai Government on the Requirements for the Healthy Management of
Ship Crew from Key Countries (the “Notice”)

The Notice was announced by the Shanghai Government on 20 March. It clarifies the
requirements for changing seafarers in Shanghai port. It is anticipated that the other ports in
China will adopt a similar approach on the change of seafarers when the international sea-going
vessels are calling at the relevant ports in China.

The below is a free English translation of the key provisions of the Notice prepared by the China
Liaison Office.

The main contents are as follows:

®  Ships returning to Shanghai from non-key countries can carry out normal change of crew
in Shanghai.

®  Ships returning to Shanghai from key countries shall minimize the change of crew.
According to news released by Shanghai Government, starting from 00:00 on March 20,
a total of 24 countries including South Korea, Italy, Iran, Japan, France, Spain, Germany,
United States, United Kingdom, Switzerland, Sweden, Belgium, Norway, Netherlands,
Denmark, Austria, Australia, Malaysia, Greece, the Czech Republic, Finland, Qatar,
Canada, Saudi Arabia are the key countries for epidemic prevention and control.

Specifically, there are three case scenarios:-

1. Change and quarantine requirements

(1) Before the vessel is calling at the port, shipping companies and their agents shall make
advance report to the relevant customs, immigration authority and maritime safety
administration;

(2) If the period from the relevant key country to Shanghai is more than 14 days, no quarantine
is required;



(3) If it is less than 14 days from the relevant key country to Shanghai, the vessel will be
quarantined until the expiration of 14 days (counting from the time of departure from the
previous port recorded in the logbook)

(4) The shipping company shall directly send the crew to be quarantined to the quarantine place;
(5) Crew members shall not leave the quarantine place without authorisation during quarantine;

(6) Where the crew members have a fixed residence in Shanghai, they shall be quarantined
from their homes;

(7) If the crew does not have a fixed residence in Shanghai, the shipping company and its agent
shall arrange the residence for centralized isolation. During the quarantine period, single-
person single-room living and centralized closed management shall be implemented;

(8) The quarantined crew should accept the supervision of the local health department and the
community, and shall take a self-test twice a day. If there is any abnormal symptom such as
fever, the shipping company and its agent should immediately report to the local health
department and arrange such person to be transferred to the designated medical institutions
for treatment. Shipping companies and their agents shall report the final disposition of the
disembarked crew to the customs and the immigration authority in a timely manner.

2. Prohibition of change of crew

(1) If there are any suspected or confirmed cases on board, the health department at the port
shall detect and isolate all the other crew members on board first, and then transfer any of
them who has any abnormal symptom such as fever to the medial institution for treatment.

(2) Shipping companies shall implement relevant epidemic prevention measures for ships and
crew members in accordance with the requirements of the customs, immigration authority
and maritime safety administration. Before eliminating the risk of infection, all crew
members must be isolated on the vessel, and no change of crew shall be arranged. It is
strictly prohibited to disembark any crew members from the vessel and allow them to enter
Shanghai.

3. Miscellaneous

(1) During the voyage, the master of the vessel should urge the crew to take personal protection,
take a self-test for body temperature twice a day, and make record.

(2) If any abnormal symptom such as fever is found, timely measures should be taken to isolate
the relevant crew member, and the situation should be immediately reported to the customs,
the immigration authority and the maritime safety administration of the next port to be
called. Upon receipt of the report, the maritime safety administration shall promptly notify



the relevant port operator, and the port operator shall contact the local health department in
accordance with the procedure for dealing with the fever patients.

(3) During the berthing operation of ships which returned to Shanghai from key countries,
except for the change of crew members, all other personnel on board the vessel shall not
disembark save for any extraordinary situation.

(4) The port operator shall arrange personnel on duty to accurately and truthfully record the
identity information, contact information, reasons and time of boarding and disembarking
of all persons, and summarise the identity information of the person who disembarked on
the day of disembarkation, the place of quarantine in Shanghai, and contact information in
a timely manner. The report shall also be sent to the port traffic team of the Shanghai
Municipal Epidemic Prevention and Control Headquarter as well as the local health
department at the place of quarantine.
