1-Gemilerde Bulundurulmasi Yasal Zorunluluk Olan Sertifikalar.

Sertifikalarin onaylanmasi: COVID-19 salginina karsi alinan énlemler kapsaminda zorunlu kiy
baglantili hizmeti iceren tim vyasal sorveyler ve yine ayni sebepten gergeklestirilemeyen
zorunlu periyodik sorveyler 30 Haziran 2020'ye kadar durdurulmustur. Ancak bu sireg, yillik ve
periyodik sérvey gergerlilik siiresininin sona ermesini takiben 3 aydan fazla uzatilamayacaktir.

Sertifikalarin gecerlilik streleri: COVID-19 salginina karsi alinan 6nlemler kapsaminda
sertifikalarin yenilenmesi icin yapilmasi zorunlu yenileme sérveylerinin gergeklestirilemedigi
hallerde zorunlu sorveyler ertelenmistir. Alman Bayrak idaresi, bu tiir bir istisnai durumda
kalan gemiye 3 ay gecerli elektronik bir sertifika dlizenleyecektir.

2. Gemiadamlari Sertifikalari.

COVID-19’a karsi alinan oOnlemler kapsaminda, gemiadamlarinin sertifikalarina iliskin asagidaki

diizenlemeler derhal yirirlige girecektir.

Alman Denizcilik idaresi ve onayh egitim kurumlari tarafindan diizenlenen gemiadami
sertifikalarindan (Yeterlik belgesi-Certificate of competency-CoC, Uzmanlik belgesi -Certificate
of proficiency, Belgesel kanit -Documentary evidence ) 1 Eyliil 2020 tarihinden 6nce siresi
dolacak olanlarin gegerlilik sireleri 6 ay sire ile uzatilmistir. 2 yil gegerliligi olan ve 1 Ocak
2020'den sonra suresi dolan tiim Alman saglk sertifikalarinin gegerliliginin ise 30 Haziran 2020
tarihine kadar uzatildigl, her iki durumda da gemiadami sertifikalarinin ve saglk raporlarinin
yenilenmesi icin gemiadamlarinin basvuru yapmasi zorunlu degildir.

Alman Denizcilik idaresi, mevcut durumda yeni sertifikalarin diizenlenmesi kapsaminda, énceki
surecte oldugu sekliyle gemiadamlarinin basvurularini kabul etmeye devam edecektir.

Alman Denizcilik idaresi tarafindan diizenlenen ve siireleri 1 Eylil 2020 tarihinden &nce sona
erecek olan baska idare sertifikalarini tanima onaylari (endorsements of recognition) 6 ay siire
ile uzatilmistir. Bu islemler icin gemiadamlarinin basvuru yapmasi gerekmemektedir.

Mevcut durum itibariyle, gemiadamlarinin yeterlilik ve ustalik belgelerinden yakin sirede
gecerlilik slresi sona erecek ve sertifikalarini yenilemek (zere kursa kayit yaptiran, ancak
Koronavirlis salgini dolayisiyla kurslari gergeklestirilemeyenler, 6nceden oldugu gibi basvuru
formlari ile basvuruda bulunabileceklerdir. Gemiadamlarinin tim diger gereklilikleri
karsilamalari ve iptal edilmis de olsa, tazeleme egitimlerine kayit yaptiklarini
belgeleyebilecekleri dokiimanlari basvuru formuna ekleyerek kanitlamalari halinde, 5 yil stire
ile periyodik olarak yenilenecek belgelerini alabileceklerdir.

Belgelerle birlikte sunulan s6z konusu idari bildirimlerin, belgelerin verildigi tarihten itibaren,
iptal edilen tazeleme egitiminin alti ay icinde verilecegi ylikimlGlGglini icerecegi, glivenlik



nedeniyle bu dizenlemenin, ilk yeterliliklerini almak igin kurslara basvuranlari
kapsamamaktadir. (ilk yeterlilik alacaklar, kayit yaptirmis olduklari ancak koronaviriis
dolayisiyla yapilmayan kurslara ait kayit yaptirdiklarini kanitlar dokiimanlarla, alti ay sonra s6z
konusu egitimleri alabileceklerini beyan etseler dahi, egitimlerden muaf olarak gemiye
¢ikamazlar bu muafiyet halihazirda belgeleri olup yenilemek igin tazeleme kurslarina katilmak
icin basvuruda bulunan gemiadamlarini kapsamaktadir.)

3. Liman Devleti Kontrolleri.

Almanya, koronaviris salgini 6nlemleri kapsaminda, yabanci bayrakli gemilere yonelik Liman Devleti
Kontrolleri denetimlerine yonelik faaliyetlerinin tiimiinG askiya almistir. Bu tedbir uygulamalari 16
Mart 2020 tarihinden itibaren yirirlige girecektir. Denetimler sadece acil durumlarda (karaya oturma,
¢atma v.b.) olay inceleme ekibi tarafindan gergeklestirilecektir. Alimanya 30 Haziran 2020 tarihine
kadar, 1 Ocak 2020 tarihinden sonra gegerlilik siiresi dolmus olan tiim sertifikalari kabul edecektir.

4. Emniyet Denetimleri.

Diinya genelinde, ISPS Kod Bolim A 4.4 ve 19 uyarinca Alman bayrakh gemilerde ve SOLAS XI-2, Kural
9.1 uyarinca, Alman limanlarindaki yabanci bayrakli gemilerdeki tim kontroller, 30 Haziran 2020
tarihine kadar askiya alinmistir.

5. Alman Denizcilik is Kanunu hiikiimleri uyarinca verilen geminin yasal sertifikalari.

Balikgilikla ugrasanlarin sertifikalarinin sirelerinin dolmasiyla ile ilgili olarak, zorunlu denetim
gereklilikleri askiya alinmistir. Koronavirls salginina karsi alinan tedbirler kapsaminda sertifika
yenileme denetiminin yapilamadigi hallerde Alman Bayrak idaresi, bdyle bir istisnai durumda etkilenen
gemiye 3 ay gecerli elektronik bir sertifika diizenleyecektir.

6. Kikirt Limitleri direktifleri, Balast Suyu ve MARPOL denetimleri.

Oncelik arz eden koronaviriisii ile miicadele kapsaminda kolluk kuvvetlerinin gérevleri nedeniyle,
personel eksikligi yasanmakta olup, MARPOL, Balast Suyu Yonetimi Sozlesmesi ve/veya Kukurt Direktifi
(AB) 2016/802 kapsaminda, Alman polisi tarafindan yiritilen gemi denetim sayilari bu nedenle
azaltilmistir.

EXAMPLE OF A PRAGMATIC APPROACH TO PSC BY GERMANY IN VIEW OF THE
CORONAVIRUS (COVID-19) PANDEMIC

Action required: Members are invited note an example of a pragmatic approach to
Port State Control (PSC) by Germany in view of the coronavirus (COVID-19)
pandemic, and to consider using it if discussing such matters with their national
Administration.

Members will be aware of the issue of the expiration of ship and seafarer certificates,
which has emerged due to the challenges that restrictions due to the coronavirus
(COVID-19) pandemic have posed for arranging ship repair and surveys, and crew
changes and training.

Based on the inputs provided by Members, ICS has been calling for a practical and
pragmatic approach to these issues, including with regards to Port State Control (PSC),
in hope that States may issue guidance clarifying their proposed approach to ship and
seafarer certificates and PSC inspections during the coming months.

Members are advised that Germany has issued a statement that sets out measures it is

taking as a result of the coronavirus (COVID-19) pandemic, including on the issue of the

expiration of ship and seafarer certificates and PSC.

Please see the statement from Germany (Deutsche Flagge) at the Annex.

In brief, Germany has advised the following regarding PSC:

e “Germany has suspended all reqular PSC inspections of foreign-flagged vessels as a
precaution in relation to the spread of COVID-19. The measures took effect on 16

March 2020. Inspections will be carried out by an "incident team" and only in case of
an emergency (e.g. collisions or grounding).”

e “Due to COVID-19 countermeasures, Germany currently accepts, until 30 June 2020,
all ship certificates and seafarers’ certificates that expired after 1 January 2020.”

Whilst it is the ICS position that PSC has a valuable role in the elimination of
substandard shipping and maintaining fair competition through enforcement of
international standards set inter alia by IMO and ILO, this occasion of the coronavirus
(COVID-19) pandemic is not the time to be issuing deficiencies or detaining ships on
technicalities or similar (e.g. related to certificates).

ICS considers that a pragmatic approach is required to facilitate the world maritime
trade that is carrying the goods and commodities, especially the essential medical
supplies and food, of vital importance during this global public health crisis.

Members with an opportunity to discuss PSC matters with their Administration
(or relevant national authority) are invited to consider using the example of the
approach taken by Germany during any such discussions.

Measures taken by the German Flag due to the COVID-19-Pandemic
Date: 2020-03-25

1. Ship’s statutory certificates
For ships flying the German flag, the following applies:

- Regarding the endorsements of certificates: due to COVID-19 countermeasures, the
mandatory shore-based service for all statutory surveys are herewith suspended until 30
June 2020, however no longer than until three months after the end of the annual survey
window.

- Regarding the endorsements of certificates: if the mandatory periodical surveys cannot be
carried out due to COVID-19 countermeasures, the mandatory survey requirements are
suspended until 30 June 2020, however no longer than until three months after the end of
the annual survey window.

- Regarding expiring certificates: if the mandatory renewal surveys cannot be carried out due
to COVID-19 countermeasures, the mandatory survey requirements are suspended. The
German flag state administration currently issues electronic short-term certificates with a
validity of three months for ships affected by this exceptional situation.

All technical and operational requirements have to be complied with during this period.

2. Seafarers’ certificates

Due to COVID-19 countermeasures, the following regulations with regard to seafarers’ certificates
will apply with immediate effect:

- The validity of all seafarers’ certificates (certificates of competency, certificates of proficiency
and documentary evidence) issued by the German Maritime Administration and approved
training providers that will expire before 1 September 2020 is extended by 6 month. No
application by the individual seafarer is needed for this purpose. The validity of all German
medical certificates with the regular validity of two years that expired after 1 January 2020
will be extended until 30 June 2020. No application by the individual seafarer is needed for
this purpose.

- The German Maritime Administration continues to accept applications for the issuance of
certificates, will process them as far as possible under the current circumstances and
recommends seafarers to apply as usual.

- The validity of endorsements of recognition issued by the German Maritime Administration
that will expire before 1 September 2020 is extended by up to 6 month in accordance with
the specific COVID-19 related measures taken by the respective issuing Administration of the
CoC. No application by the individual seafarer is needed for this purpose.
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- For the time being, the following rules will apply: Seafarers whose certificates of competency
and proficiency (documents) will expire in the near future and who are registered for a
refresher course that will not take place due to the spread of COVID-19 can submit the
application form as usual. Seafarers will receive their documents regularly renewed for 5
years, provided that all other requirements are met and proof of registration for the
refresher course, including the cancellation, is attached to the application form. The
administrative notice issued together with the documents will include an obligation to
submit documentary evidence of refresher training within six months from the date of the
issuance of the documents. For safety reasons, this regulation does not apply to the
participation in courses required for the first qualification that are cancelled due to COVID-
19.

3. Port State Control

Germany has suspended all regular PSC inspections of foreign-flagged vessels as a precaution in
relation to the spread of COVID-19. The measures took effect on 16 March 2020. Inspections will be
carried out by an "incident team" and only in case of an emergency (e.g. collisions or grounding).

Due to COVID-19 countermeasures, Germany currently accepts, until 30 June 2020, all ship
certificates and seafarers’ certificates that expired after 1 January 2020.

4. Security inspections

All control and compliance measures in accordance with the ISPS Code Part A 4.4 and 19 on board
German-flagged vessels worldwide and in accordance with SOLAS XI-2, Regulation 9.1 on board
foreign-flagged vessels in German ports are suspended until 30 June 2020.

5. Ship’s statutory certificates issued under the provision of the German Maritime Labour Act

In the case of an expiring Maritime Labour or Fishing Labour Certificate, the mandatory inspection
requirements are suspended if the renewal inspection cannot be carried out due to COVID-19
countermeasures. The German flag state administration currently issues electronic short-term
certificates with a validity of three months for ships affected by this exceptional situation.

6. MARPOL and BALLAST WATER inspections, inspections in accordance with the Sulphur Directive

The frequency of ship inspections in accordance with MARPOL, the BALLAST WATER convention
and/or the Sulphur Directive (EU) 2016/802 as carried out by the German police has been reduced
due to staff shortages and police forces being deployed to deal with priority tasks related to the
containment of the virus. As of 19 March 2020, the intention is to carry out inspections following
serious THETIS-EU alerts, but the development of the actual feasibility of doing so is difficult to
predict.
