Ilgi Basin Bildirisi’nde, diinya deniz ticaret filosunun % 80’ninden fazlasini temsil eden ICS’in, uluslararasi
deniz tagimaciligmin (AB iiyesi olmayan iilkelerin bayragmi tastyan gemiler de dahil olmak iizere), 2023 yilindan
itibaren AB Emisyon Ticareti Sistemi’ne (EU Emissions Trading System — ETS) dahil edilmesine yonelik Avrupa
Parlamentosu tarafindan 15 Subat 2017 tarihinde alinan karardan dolay: hayal kirikligia ugradigt belirtilmektedir.

ICS’in Politika ve D ligkiler Miidiirii Sn. Simon BENNETT konu ile ilgili olarak, “sek tarafly, bolgesel bir
tedbire iligkin s6z konusu karar, denizcilikten kaynaklanan CO2 emisyonlarim Paris Iklim Anlasmasi'nin hedefleri
dogrultusunda azaltmaya yonelik bir strateji gelistirmek konusunda hemfikir olan IMO Uye Devletleri arasindaki
miizakereleri kutuplastirma riski tagiyor” dedi. BENNETT e gére anilan Karar, AB Uyesi Devletlerin onayladiklari
Kyoto Protokolii geregince IMO tarafindan hélihazirda kaydedilmis olan somut ilerlemeyi tiimiiyle goz ardi ediyor.

IMO, 8 yilik zaman dilimi igerisinde insa edilen tim gemilerin, su anda faaliyet gdsteren filonun
¢ogunlugundan % 30 daha fazla karbon verimli olmasimni saglayacak teknik diizenlemeleri 2011 yilinda kabul etmisti.
Nitekim kiiresel denizcilik sektorii, kiiresel ticaretteki artiga ragmen, toplam CO2 emisyonlarini carpict bigimde
azaltmistir. (Mevceut en giincel veri olan 2014 IMO Sera Gazi Incelemesi’ne gére, gegtigimiz 5 yillik dénemde %
10’luk bir azalma kaydedilmistir).

Sn. BENNETT, “IMO ’ya da Uye olan AB Uyesi Devletlerin, AB Emisyon Ticareti Sistemi’nde reform yapmak
igin gerceklestirilen topyekin ¢abann bir kismi olarak éne siiriilen bu yararsiz onerileri reddetme gorevieri vardur.
AB’de bulunmayanlar da ddhil olmak iizere, binlerce kiigiik denizcilik firmasini, enerji iireten biiyiik AB sirketleri ve
celik ve ¢imento iireticileri igin tasarlanmug bir sisteme déhil etmeye calismak anilan reformu yalnizca karmasik hale
getirecektir. Denizcilikten kaynaklanan CO2 emisyonlar: sadece IMO diizeyinde basariyla ele alinabilecek kiiresel
bir sorundur”’ dedi.

EU MEMBER STATES MUST REJECT EUROPEAN PARLIAMENT’S PROPOSAL
TO INCLUDE GLOBAL SHIPPING INTO REGIONAL CO2 TRADING SYSTEM

The International Chamber of Shipping (ICS) ~ which represents over 80% of the
world merchant fleet — says it is ‘disappointed but not surprised’ by today’s vote in
the European Parliament to propose that international shipping (including non-EU
flag ships) should be incorporated into the EU Emissions Trading System from 2023.

“This vote for a unilateral, regional measure simply risks polarising debate among
IMO Member States which have already agreed to develop a strategy for reducing
shipping’s CO2 emissions in line with the goals of the Paris Agreement on Climate
Change”. said ICS Director of Policy & External Relations, Simon Bennett,

“The vote completely ignores the real progress that has already been made by IMO
— which under the Kyoto Protocol, to which EU Member States are signatory, has a
mandate to address CO2 emissions from international shipping.”

IMO adopted technical regulations as long ago as 2011 which will ensure that all
ships built in 8 years’ time will be at least 30% more CO; efficient than most of the
fleet operating today, and the global shipping sector has already dramatically
reduced its total CO2 emissions despite an increase in global trade. (A 10%
reduction over a § year period was recorded by the 2014 IMO Green House Study,
which is the latest available data).

Mr Bennett said that “EU Member States, which are also members of IMO, now have
a duty to reject these unhelpful proposals, as they are taken forward as part of the
wholesale attempt to reform the EU Emissions Trading System. Trying to include -
thousands of small shipping companies — including thousands of companies not
based in the EU — into a system designed for major EU power generating companies
and steel and cement producers is only going to complicate this reform.”

“Reducing COz2 from shipping is a global problem which can only be addressed
successfully at global level by IMO.” he added.

“As we saw when the EU unsuccessfully tried to impose the ETS on international
aviation, non-EU Governments are not going to take kindly to being told that ships
flying their flag, when visiting EU ports, may have to pay money into EU schemes
designed to help subsidise the closure of European coal mines.” Mr Bennett
observed.

ICS says it is working closely with the European Community Shipowners’
Associations (ECSA) in order to persuade EU Member States and the European
Commission to reject these proposals, in view of their support for a global solution at
IMO.
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
