MEPC 75 - ICS REPORT

Action required: Members are invited to note the ICS report on the main outcomes
of MEPC 75.

The seventy fifth session of the IMO Marine Environment Protection Committee (MEPC
75) was held via video conference from 16 — 20 November 2020 under the chairmanship
of Mr Hideaki Saito (Japan).

This circular provides a summary report on the main outcomes of the meeting. Further
information can be provided by the Secretariat on request.

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1. DECISIONS OF OTHER IMO BODIES (AGENDA ITEM 2)

The Committee noted the decisions and outcomes of LEG 106, FAL 43, MSC 101, C
122, TC69, LC 41/LP 14, A 31, C/ES.30, C 123, C/ES.31 and C/ES.32 and agreed to
take action as appropriate under the relevant agenda items. The Committee noted that a
number of items on the agenda of MSC 102 which were of interest to the Committee had
been deferred to MSC 103 as a result of time constraints.

2. AMENDMENTS TO MANDATORY INSTRUMENTS (AGENDA ITEM 3)

2.1 Amendments to MARPOL Annex VI

The Committee adopted amendments to MARPOL Annex VI concerning procedures for
sampling and verification of the sulphur content and the EEDI regulation, including the
revised EEDI phase 3 start dates and reduction rates for some ship types as agreed at
MEPC 75.

Proposed editorial amendments concerning the changes to regulations 2 and 14 of
MARPOL Annex VI submitted by Japan in document MEPC 75/3/2 were not supported.

A proposal by the Republic of Korea in document MEPC 75/3/3 questioning the revision
of the EEDI reference line for large bulk carriers in draft revised regulation 21 of
MARPOL Annex VI was not supported. The EEDI reference line for large bulk carriers
has, accordingly, been amended to make it more reflective of actual very large ora
carrier performance based on data which was not available when the original reference
line was agreed.

A proposal by IACS to reverse the agreement on mandatory reporting of attained EEDI
values to the IMO EEDI database submitted in document MEPC 75/3/4 was not
supported.

During the meeting CESA suggested that with respect to the application of phase 3
EEDI requirements to cruise passenger ships having non-conventional propulsion,
sister ships built to an identical technical specification under the same contract should
be finalized according to EEDI requirements applicable at contract date. The Committee
invited CESA to submit a document on this issue to MEPC 76. The CESA intervention
was rather inconsistent with another from them which disagreed with concerns that EEXI
reduction rates for ro-ro ferries might be impracticable and called for the Committee to
apply ambitious EEXI reduction rates to existing ro-ro ferries.

The Committee agreed that the acceptance date for amendments to MARPOL Annex VI
adopted at the meeting should be 1 October 2021 and the date of entry into force 1 April
2022. The Committee further agreed that the starting date of the early application of
EEDI Phase 3, as set out in the proposed amendments to the existing table 1 in
regulation 21, should be amended to 1 April 2022.

2.2 Amendments to the BWM Convention

Amendments to the BWM Convention approved at MEPC 74 relating to regulation E-1
Surveys and commissioning testing of ballast water management systems and the form
of the International Ballast Water Management Certificate (IBWMC) were adopted by the
Committee with entry into force on 1 June 2022. The amendments to the regulation now
require demonstration of the biological processes working properly and indicate in the
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covering MEPC resolution that the related analysis undertaken should be indicative. The
Committee under its agenda item 10 also approved important revised Guidance for the
commissioning testing of ballast water management systems which can be found in
annex 21 to document PPR 7/22/Add.1, and which will be disseminated as IMO circular
BWM.2/Circ.70/Rev.1. The revised Guidance is considered to address several concerns
raised by ICS.

3. HARMFUL AQUATIC ORGANISMS IN BALLAST WATER (AGENDA ITEM 4)

The Committee noted that the GESAMP-BWWG had evaluated an application for Final
Approval of the FlowSafe ballast water management system, as proposed by the
Administration of Cyprus, and that the GESAMP-BWWG had recommended to the
Committee that Final Approval not be granted. Despite Cyprus providing additional
information to the Committee relating to the approval of the system concerned the
Committee agreed with the working group not to grant final approval.

4. AIR POLLUTION PREVENTION AND ENERGY EFFICIENCY OF SHIPS
(AGENDA ITEMS 5 & 6)

As a result of this years exceptional circumstances and the need to hold this session
virtually, items scheduled for discussion under these agenda items will either be dealt
with via correspondence or deferred to MEPC 76.

The Committee agreed the following terms of reference for the correspondence group:

1. Review the indicative example of a license for fuel oil supply, as set out in the
annex to document MEPC 75/5/2, and to consider annexing it to the Guidance for
best practice for Member State/coastal State (MEPC.1/Circ.884);

2. Review the draft revised MEPC circular MEPC.1/Circ.883 (PPR 7/22/Add.1,
annex 10), taking into account document MEPC 75/5/3;

3. Consider the transport work proxies for offshore vessels and passenger ships
proposed in documents MEPC 74/6, MEPC 74/6/1 and MEPC 74/6/3, and to
consider draft amendments to appendix IX on Information to be submitted to the
IMO Ship Fuel Oil Consumption Database of MARPOL Annex VI;

4. Consider performance indicators to be included in reports to the Committee as
"other relevant information" as set out in the annex to document MEPC 74/6/2;

5. Further consider the proposal for shaft power limitation set out in document
MEPC 75/6/6, taking into account other documents submitted on the matter with
a view to developing a work plan to progress the work on the shaft power
limitation concept, and to advise the Committee accordingly;
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6. Further consider documents MEPC 75/6/3, MEPC 75/6/10, MEPC 75/6/12 and
MEPC 75/6/13, with a view to finalizing the revision of the interim minimum power
guidelines contained in MEPC.1/Circ.850/Rev.2;

7. Finalize the draft amendments to the 2018 Guidelines on the method of
calculation of the attained Energy Efficiency Design Index (EEDI) for new ships,
set out in document MEPC 75/6/1, taking into account the amendments in
document MEPC 75/6/11;

8. Prepare a final draft of the unified interpretation, using document MEPC 75/6/7 as
a basis, to clarify the dates related to EEDI phase 2 and 3 for "new ships" to be
issued as a new MEPC circular following the entry into force of the corresponding
amendments to MARPOL Annex VI;

9. Consider whether there is a need to further clarify the ship types that are subject
to the provisions for "Attained EEDI" and "Required EEDI", taking into account
document MEPC 74/5/14, and advise the Committee accordingly; and

10. Submit a written report to MEPC 76.

The group will be coordinated by Mr. Naoto Nakagawa of the Japan government.
The Committee noted the progress of the Correspondence Group on Possible
Introduction of EEDI Phase 4, and instructed it to continue its work and to submit its final
report to MEPC 76.

5. REDUCTION OF GHG EMISSIONS FROM SHIPS (AGENDA ITEM 7)
5.1 Short term GHG reduction measures
The Committee agreed the package of short-term measures forwarded for its
consideration by ISWG GHG 7. The package is broadly aligned with proposals
contained in ICS co-sponsored document ISWG GHG 7/2/16 and includes both goal
based operational and goal based technical requirements.

The package comprises:

I.  The energy efficient existing ship index (EEXI), effectively an EEDI for existing
fleets;

Il.  The enhanced ship energy efficiency management plan (SEEMP), which will be
made subject to auditing according to the principles of the ISM Code; and

[ll.  Use of carbon intensity indicators, to be used in conjunction with a simple rating
system which will rate ships in one of five bands A — E.



The package will be reviewed in 2026. No further changes were made to the package of
measures forwarded by ISWG GHG 7, the measures will now be sent to MEPC 76 with
a view to adoption. Further information was provided to Members in ICS circular
MC(20)66 following ISWG GHG 7.

The Committee requested that the following text be included in the draft MEPC
resolution on the adoption of the draft amendments which will be considered at MEPC
76:

l.  Invite the Organization, mindful of the review clauses provided for in regulations
21A.3 and 22B.11 of the aforesaid amendments to MARPOL Annex VI, to initiate
this review as early as possible;

II.  Invite also the Parties to consider and initiate as soon as possible the
development of a Carbon Intensity Code;

lll.  Invite further the Organization to keep the impacts on States of the aforesaid
amendments to MARPOL Annex VI, paying particular attention to the needs of
developing countries, especially small island developing States (SIDS) and least
developed countries (LDCs), under review so that any necessary adjustments
can be made; and

IV.  Encourage the Parties to consider early application of the aforesaid amendments.

The Committee approved the terms of reference and arrangements for a comprehensive
impact assessment of the short-term measures package, the final report of this
assessment is to be considered at MEPC 76 when the Committee is asked to adopt the
package.

The Committee adopted the resolution on Encouragement of Member States to develop
and submit voluntary National Action Plans to address GHG emissions from ships,
following it being agreed at MEPC 74.

5.2 Correspondence Group on the Development of Technical Guidelines on
Carbon Intensity Reduction

The Committee established a correspondence group to develop the necessary technical
guidelines to implement the agreed package of short term GHG reduction measures.
The correspondence group will be jointly coordinated by China, Japan and the European
Commission, with the following terms of reference:

1. Further consider and develop the draft technical guidelines supporting the EEXI
framework as set out in annexes to document ISWG-GHG 7/2/7:

.1 draft guidelines on the method of calculation of the attained EEXI;

.2 draft guidelines on survey and certification of the attained EEXI;



.3 draft guidelines on the Shaft/Engine Power Limitation System to comply with
the EEXI requirements and use of a power reserve;

. Consider and develop technical guidelines supporting the CII framework for
voluntary application first until 1 January 2026, using documents ISWG-GHG
712121, ISWG-GHG 7/2/27 and ISWG-GHG 7/2/30 as a basis, and taking into
account available data, as follows:

.1 draft guidelines on operational carbon intensity indicators and the calculation
methods (Cll guidelines);

.2 draft guidelines on the reference lines for use with operational carbon intensity
indicators (Cll Reference line guidelines);

.3 draft guidelines on the operational carbon intensity reduction factors relative to
reference lines (Cll Reduction factor guidelines);

.4 draft guidelines on the operational carbon intensity rating of ships (Cll Rating
guidelines);

. Consider and update the 2016 Guidelines for the development of a Ship Energy
Efficiency Management Plan (SEEMP) (resolution MEPC.282(70)), including to
incorporate the development of a plan of corrective actions and verification
requirements of SEEMP;

. Consider the need to update existing guidelines, procedures or guidance,
including:

.1 2017 Guidelines for administration verification of ship fuel oil consumption data
(resolution MEPC.292(71)), as appropriate;

.2 2017 Guidelines for the development and management of the IMO Ship Fuel
Oil Consumption Database (resolution MEPC.293(71));

.3 procedure on Submission of data to the IMO data collection system of fuel olil
consumption of ships from a State not Party to MARPOL Annex VI
(MEPC.1/Circ.871);

.4 Procedures for port State control, 2019 (resolution A.1138(31));
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.5 2013 Guidance on treatment of innovative energy efficiency technologies for
calculation and verification of the attained EEDI (MEPC/1/Circ.815); and

5. Submit a written report to MEPC 76, to be first considered by ISWG-GHG 8.

The Committee approved the holding of a further meeting of the intersessional working
group on reduction of GHG emissions from ships before MEPC 76, (ISWG GHG 8). The
terms of reference for the meeting are:

1.

Finalize the draft technical guidelines supporting the EEXI framework as set out in
the annexes to document ISWG-GHG 7/2/7:

.1 draft guidelines on the method of calculation of the attained EEXI;

.2 draft guidelines on survey and certification of the attained EEXI; and

.3 draft guidelines on the shaft/engine power limitation system to comply with the
EEXI requirements and use of a power reserve;

Further consider and finalize the main technical guidelines supporting the ClII
framework for voluntary application first until 1 January 2026, using documents
ISWG-GHG 7/2/21, ISWG-GHG 7/2/27 and ISWG-GHG 7/2/30 as a basis, and
taking into account available data:

.1 draft guidelines on operational carbon intensity indicators and the calculation
methods (Cll guidelines);

.2 draft guidelines on the reference lines for use with operational carbon intensity
indicators (Cll Reference line guidelines);

.3 draft guidelines on the operational carbon intensity reduction factors relative to
reference lines (Cll Reduction factor guidelines); and

.4 draft guidelines on the operational carbon intensity rating of ships (Cll Rating
guidelines);

Further consider with a view to finalizing the update of the 2016 Guidelines for the
development of a Ship Energy Efficiency Management Plan (SEEMP) (resolution
MEPC.282(70)), including to incorporate the development of a plan of corrective
actions and verification requirements of SEEMP;



4. Consider concrete proposals for the update of existing guidelines, procedures
and guidance, including:

.1 2017 Guidelines for administration verification of ship fuel oil consumption data,
as appropriate (resolution MEPC.292(71));

.2 2017 Guidelines for the development and management of the IMO Ship Fuel
Oil Consumption Database (resolution MEPC.293(71));

.3 Procedure on Submission of data to the IMO data collection system of fuel oil
consumption of ships from a state not party to MARPOL Annex VI
(MEPC.1/Circ.871);

.4 Procedures for port State control, 2019 (resolution A.1138(31)); and

.5 2013 Guidance on treatment of innovative energy efficiency technologies for
calculation and verification of the attained EEDI (MEPC/1/Circ.815);

5. ldentify a preliminary list of technical guidelines supporting chapter 4 of MARPOL
Annex VI that could be consolidated into a mandatory carbon intensity code; and

6. Submit a written report to MEPC 76.

5.4 Fourth IMO GHG Study 2020

The Committee approved the Fourth IMO GHG Study 2020, which will now be published
and disseminated.

5.5 Consideration of the proposal for an International Maritime Research and
Development Board (IMRB)

The Committee gave a complete day of the virtual meeting to consideration of the joint
industry co-sponsored IMRB proposal. A summary of this part of the meeting has
already been provided in ICS circular BOARD(20)24.

In summary, the Committee agreed that the IMRB proposal should be given further
consideration at MEPC 76. However, despite positive support during the discussion from
a number of important governments, the comments received from other Member States
were mixed and it will require considerable effort by ICS to achieve consensus support
for the industry’s concept (at least in its current form) before the proposal is discussed at
MEPC 76.

6. FOLLOW-UP WORK EMANATING FROM THE ACTION PLAN TO ADDRESS
MARINE PLASTIC LITTER FROM SHIPS (AGENDA ITEM 8)

Consideration of documents under this agenda item was deferred to MEPC 76.
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7. POLLUTION PREVENTION AND RESPONSE (AGENDA ITEM 10)

7.1 Safety and pollution hazards of chemicals

The Committee noted the finalization of the revision of GESAMP Reports and Studies
No.64, which had been published as GESAMP Reports and Studies No.102 (GESAMP
Hazard Evaluation Procedure for Chemicals carried by Ships, 2019). The revised
document includes revised columns and sub-categorizations in the GESAMP Hazard
Profile table, the Committee therefore requested that the IMO Secretariat prepare draft
consequential amendments to appendix | of MARPOL Annex Il and submit them to
MEPC 76, with a view to approval and subsequent adoption.

7.2 Replacement of International Certificates of Fitness for the Carriage of
Dangerous Chemicals in Bulk

Following the approval at MSC 102 of the draft revised MSC-MEPC.5/Circ.7 on
Guidance on the timing of replacement of existing certificates by revised certificates as a
consequence of the entry into force of amendments to chapters 17 and 18 of the IBC

Code, the Committee approved the revised circular for dissemination as MSC-
MEPC.5/Circ.7/Rev.1.

7.3 Evaluation of products and cleaning additives
The Committee endorsed:

I.  The addition of a distinguishing qualifier to the product name included in list 1 of
the MEPC.2 circular on Provisional categorization of liquid substances in
accordance with MARPOL Annex Il and the IBC Code when products that were
already listed in the IBC Code were reassessed. The Committee requested the
GESAMP/EHS Working Group to provide advice on how to best assess mixtures
against the discharge criteria in new paragraph 7.1.4 of regulation 13 of MARPOL
Annex Il (adopted by resolution MEPC.315(74));

II.  PPR.1/Circ.9 on Revised carriage requirements for methyl acrylate and methyl
methacrylate, having noted that the circular had been issued prior to MSC 102
and MEPC 75, in order to notify relevant stakeholders in a timely manner that
operational requirements 16.6.1 and 16.6.2 of the IBC Code applied to methyl
acrylate and methyl methacrylate. The Committee also noted the same decision
by MSC 102;

lll.  PPR.1/Circ.10 on Resubmission of products listed in lists 2 and 3 of the MEPC.2
circular on Provisional categorization of liquid substances in accordance with
MARPOL Annex Il and the IBC Code, which set the deadline for evaluating the
products to 31 December 2025; and

IV. the Sub-Committee's recommendation that the existing entries for the paraffin-like
products listed in paragraph 5 of MEPC.1/Circ.886 could be retained on the ship's
Certificate of Fitness, even if the renamed and reassessed products were listed in
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the addendum to the ship's Certificate, since the product names used in the IBC
Code and in list 1 of the MEPC.2 circular were different.

The Committee concurred with the recommendation of the Sub-Committee that chapter
17 of the IBC Code should be amended to include:

I.  the updated carriage requirements for methyl acrylate and methyl methacrylate;
and

[I.  special requirement 16.2.7 in n.o.s. entries for Pollution Category Y, as
appropriate.

7.4 Amendments to the AFS Convention to include controls on cybutryne

The Committee considered two options to specify the effective date for ships with an
AFS containing cybutryne, and agreed to support the option to specify the effective date
and noted that, as a consequence, the date field in the International Anti-fouling System
Certificate would be left blank for the certificate-issuing authority to fill in. The Committee
requested the PPR Sub-Committee advise the Committee on any consequential
amendments to appendix 1 of the Hong Kong Convention from the prohibition of
cybutryne, taking into account that the Hong Kong Convention had not entered into
force.

7.5 Sampling of fuel oil

The Committee approved a draft MEPC circular on the 2020 Guidelines for onboard
sampling of fuel oil intended to be used or carried for use on board a ship, as provided in
annex 8 to document PPR 7/22/Add.1, and instructed the Secretariat to disseminate it
as an MEPC.1 circular.

7.6 Commissioning testing of ballast water management systems

The Committee approved important revised Guidance for the commissioning testing of
ballast water management systems provided in annex 21 to document PPR 7/22/Add.1,
and instructed the Secretariat to disseminate it as BWM.2/Circ.70/Rev.1.

The Committee instructed the Il Sub-Committee, in the context of the next revision of
the Survey Guidelines under the Harmonized System of Survey and Certification
(HSSC), to amend the paragraphs of the HSSC relating to the commissioning testing of
ballast water management systems to ensure that there were no references to
compliance with regulation D-2.

7.7 Ballast water sampling and analysis

The Committee approved the revised Guidance on ballast water sampling and analysis
for trial use in accordance with the BWM Convention and Guidelines (G2), as set out in
the annex to document MEPC 75/10/1, and requested the Secretariat to disseminate it
as BWM.2/Circ.42/Rev.2.

7.8 Heavy fuel oil in Arctic waters
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The Committee approved the draft amendments to MARPOL Annex |, introducing a
prohibition on the use and carriage for use as fuel of heavy fuel oil by ships in Arctic
waters, with a view to adoption at MEPC 76. Subject to adoption by MEPC 76 the ban
will come into force 1 July 2024.

For ships to which regulation 12A of MARPOL Annex | or regulation 1.2.1 of chapter 1 of
Part II-A of the Polar Code apply, the use and carriage of oils identified in paragraph 1.2
of MARPOL regulation 43 as fuel by ships shall be prohibited in Arctic waters, on and
after 1 July 2029.

8. REPORTS OF OTHER SUB-COMMITTEES (AGENDA ITEM 11)

8.1 Outcome of HTW 6

The Committee noted that a conversion of STCW model courses into e-learning model
courses would:

e Change the current approach and goal of model courses; and

e Require careful consideration of any accountability implications for the
subsequent assessment of competence, training quality and independent
evaluations relating to this training material in accordance with the STCW
Convention.

The Committee concurred with the decisions of MSC 102:

e To request the Ill Sub-Committee to consider how e-learning training material
could assist with the implementation of instruments other than the STCW
Convention and advise the Committee accordingly; and

e To endorse the systematic use of the Model Course Trust Fund to hire experts for
the development and revision of model courses.

8.2 Outcome of lll 6

the Committee re-affirmed the methodology agreed by Ill 3 and endorsed by MSC 97
and MEPC 70 for developing guidelines for port State control (PSC) and amendments
thereto, under the coordination of the Sub-Committee, for consolidation within the
Procedures for port State control, when deciding on the attribution of new tasks to sub-
committees.

The Committee noted the following Assembly resolutions drafted at Il 6 which had been
adopted at A 31:

e Procedures for port State control, 2019 (resolution A.1138(31));

¢ Guidance on communication of information by Member States (resolution
A.1139(31));
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e Survey guidelines under the Harmonized System of Survey and Certification
(HSSC), 2019 (resolution A.1140(31)); and

e 2019 Non-exhaustive list of obligations under instruments relevant to the IMO
Instruments Implementation Code (Il Code) (resolution A.1141(31)).

The Committee concurred with the decision by MSC 102 to instruct Il 7 to further
consider the text only of paragraph 6.5.5 of the draft MSC-MEPC.5 circular on Model
agreement for the authorization of recognized organizations taking into account the
amended text proposed in paragraph 10 of document MEPC 75/11/3 (Norway et al.) and
to also consider paragraph 5.3.2.4 of the recommendatory part Il of the RO Code, with
a view to advising the Committees on whether the text of both paragraphs should be
aligned.

8.3 Outcome of MSC 101 and A 31

The Committee concurred with the decision of MSC 101 that references to resolutions
A.739(18) on Guidelines for the authorization of organizations acting on behalf of the
Administrations and A.789(19) on Specifications on the survey and certification functions
of recognized organizations acting on behalf of the administration in existing IMO
instruments should be replaced with references to the mandatory parts of the RO Code,
and that the above resolutions should be revoked by the Assembly, as noted by A 31.

The Committee postponed consideration of proposals on the process of updating the
Survey Guidelines under the Harmonized System of Survey and Certification (HSSC to
MEPC 76.

The Committee approved draft amendments to MARPOL Annexes I, IV and VI prepared
by 11l 6 concerning the exemption of unmanned non-self-propelled (UNSP) barges from
survey and certification requirements with a view to adoption at MEPC 76.

9. CAPACITY-BUILDING FOR THE IMPLEMENTATION OF NEW MEASURES
(AGENDA ITEM 13)

The Committee concurred with MSC 101 that going forward the assessment of capacity-
building implications of amendments to mandatory instruments should be done at the
stage of adoption and that the Drafting Group on Amendments to Mandatory
Instruments should henceforth carry out the assessment when considering the final text
of such amendments.

10.WORK PROGRAMME OF THE COMMITTEE AND SUBSIDIARY BODIES
(AGENDA ITEM 14)

10.1 Future MEPC meetings

The Committee approved the items to be included in the agenda of MEPC 76 and noted
that the meeting had been scheduled to take place from 14 to 18 June 2021, and that
MEPC 77 had been tentatively scheduled to take place from 1 to 5 November 2021.

10.2 Intersessional meetings
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The Committee approved, subject to endorsement by the Council, the holding of:
1. An intersessional meeting of the ESPH Technical Group in 2021; and

2. The eighth meeting of the Intersessional Working Group on Reduction of GHG
Emissions from Ships from 24 to 28 May 2021.

10.3 Sub-Committees

The Committee approved a reduced agenda for PPR 8 and noted that the meeting had
been scheduled to take place from 22 to 26 March 2021.
