ICS BASKANI BALAST SUYU KONVANSIYONUNUN BASARILI SEKILDE UYGULANMASINI
SAGLAMALARI iCiN TUM TARAFLARA CAGRIDA BULUNUYOR

Uluslararasi Denizcilik Orgiitii Balast Suyu Yénetimi (BWM) Konvansiyonu 8 Eyliil
2017 tarihinde yiiriirlige girecektir.

Uluslararasi Deniz Ticaret Odasi (ICS) Bagkani Esben POULSSON “Yasa ile istenecek
yeni balast suyu aritma sistemlerini techiz etmek igin denizcilik endiistrisi toplu olarak
yaklasik 100 milyar ABD Dolari harcayabilir. Bunun i¢in dogru olani yapmaliyiz” demistir.

Mr. POULSSON armatérleri, ekipman imalatgilarini ve hikiimetleri; bu yeni ve énemli
diizenleyici rejimin azami c¢evre yararn saglayacak sekilde, geregince uygulanmasi igin
ishirliginde bulunmaya davet etmistir.

“Gemilere techiz edilen sistemlerin, mimkiin oldugu kadar, diinyada bilinen tim
isletme sartlarinda gercekten de amaca uygun olmalarini saglamamiza ihtiyag vardir. Bunun
icin, denizcilik sirketlerine, heniiz zorunlu bir gereksinim olmasa da, sadece, 2016’da kabul
edilen revize edilmis IMO tip-onayl standartlara uygun olarak onaylanmig aritma sistemlerini
techiz etmeyi diisiineceklerini ekipman imalatgilarina agikga bildirmeleri gerektigini tavsiye
ediyoruz.”

ICS, 8 Eyliil 2019’dan sonraki ilk Uluslararasi Petrolden Otiirii Deniz Kirlenmesini
Onleme (IOPP) yenileme sérveyleri tarihine kadar mevcut gemilerden (6rnegin 8 Eyliilden
once insa edilmis olan gemiler) aritma sistemlerini tesis etmeleri istenmeyecek sekilde
Konvansiyonun uygulama tarihlerini uyarlamak tizere IMO tarafindan Temmuz ayinda alinan
onemli karart iyi kargilamigtir.

Mr. POULSSON su acgiklamayr yapmistir: “Daha siki standartlara gére onaylanmig
sistemler techiz edilinceye kadar binlerce gemiden buna uymalarini istemede, gevre korumasi
bakimindan, pek az mantik oldugunu &ne siren ICS ve diger denizcilik endiistrisi birliklerinin
yaptigi onerileri kabul eden IMO Uyesi Devletlerin uygulama hususundaki yaklasiminin
dogrulugunu kabul ediyoruz.”

Mr. POULSSON ”Cevre yararina olarak ¢ok daha gliglii bir teknolojiyi belirlemek ve
buna yatirnm yapmak icin gemi sahiplerinin bu ilave zamani tam olarak kullanmalar gerekir.
Denizcilik endiistrisi temsilcilerinin ¢abalarina karsilik IMO’nun halen verdigi 6nemli tavizler
kargisinda, denizcilik sirketleri uygulama programinda daha bagka esneklik yapilmasini
beklememelidir. “ demistir.

ICS, uygulamadaki gtigliikleri kurallarni diizenleyenlere anlatmada denizcilik
endiistrisinin gésterdigi yogun ¢abalarin bir sonucu olarak, armatdrlerin bu hususta simdi
gerekli berrakliga sahip olacaklarina inanmaktadir.



ICS evvelce, bazi ciddi uygulama sorunlari tam olarak ¢é6ziimlenmeden 6nce bayrak
devletlerini BWM Konvansiyonunu onaylamaya tegvik etmede kararsizdi. Ancak, simdi
Konvansiyon yiiriirlige girmek lizere oldugundan ve IMO’nun kabul ettigi hususlarin
bilincinde olarak, ICS halen tiim IMO Uyesi Devletleri miimkiin oldugu kadar cabuk
onaylamaya tesvik etmektedir.

Notlar

IMO BWM Konvansiyonunun énemli amaci, gemilerin balast tanklari iginde tasinma yoluyla
istilaci deniz organizmalarinin yerel ekosistemler iizerinde zararli etkileri olmasi sorununu
ele almakti. Bununla birlikte, 2004 yilinda kabul edildi§i zaman milyonlarca galonluk balast
suyunu aritmak icin gerekli teknoloji bir laboratuvar disinda mevcut dedildi.

Ekim 2016°da, bircok yillar ICS tarafindan vyiiriitiilen biiyiik bir denizcilik endiistrisi
kampanyasindan sonra, en sonunda IMO Deniz Cevresini Koruma Komitesi (MEPC) kisa
zamanda Balast Suyu Aritma Sistemlerinin Onaylanmasi icin zorunlu olacak Koda dahil edilecek
olan revize edilmis ve daha gligli tip-onayli standartlari kabul etmistir — daha énceki ‘G8’
Kurallari armatérler tarafindan bazi 6nemli bakimlardan yetersiz bulunmustu. IMO, idarelerin
bu revize edilmis standartlari miimkiin oldugu kadar ¢abuk onaylamalarini tavsiye etmistir.
Ancak bunlar 28 Ekim 2018’e kadar yeni sistem onaylamalari bakimindan zoruniu
olmayacaktir ve sadece Ekim 2020°den sonra tesis edilecek sistemlerin yeni Koda gére
onaylanmis olmalari istenecektir,

ICS CHAIRMAN CALLS ON ALL PARTIES TO ENSURE SUCCESSFUL
IMPLEMENTATION OF BALLAST CONVENTION

The International Maritime Organization (IMO) Ballast Water Management (BWM)
Convention will enter into force on 8 September 2017.

“The industry may collectively need to spend around 100 billion U.S. dollars in order
to install the new ballast water treatment systems that will be required by law. We
therefore have to get this right.” asserted Esben Poulsson, Chairman of the
International Chamber of Shipping (ICS).

Mr Poulsson has called on shipowners, equipment manufacturers and governments
to co-operate to ensure that proper implementation of this significant new regulatory
regime will deliver maximum environment benefit.

“We need to ensure, so far as practicable, that the systems installed on ships will
indeed be fit for purpose in all known operating conditions worldwide. We are
therefore advising shipping companies that they should make it clear to equipment
manufacturers they will only consider fitting treatment systems which have been
certified in accordance with the revised IMO type-approval standards adopted in
2016, even though this is not yet a mandatory requirement.”

ICS has welcomed the important decision, made by IMO in July, to adjust the
implementation dates of the Convention, so that existing ships (i.e. ships constructed
before 8 September) will not be required to install treatment systems until the date of
their first International Oil Pollution Prevention (IOPP) renewal survey after 8
September 2019.

“We acknowledge the pragmatic approach to implementation taken by IMO Member
States who accepted the arguments made by ICS and other industry associations
that there is little logic, from an environmental protection standpoint, in requiring
thousands of ships to comply until they can be fitted with systems that have been
approved under the more stringent standards” explained Mr Poulsson.

“Shipowners must make full use of this additional time to identify and invest in far
more robust technology to the benefit of the environment,” Mr Poulsson said. “And
in view of the significant concessions that IMO has now made in response to the



industry’s representations, shipping companies should not anticipate any further
relaxation to the implementation schedule.”

ICS believes that as a result of the industry’s intensive efforts to explain its
implementation challenges to regulators, shipowners will hopefully now have the
clarity needed to get on with the job.

ICS was previously ambivalent about encouraging flag states to ratify the BWM
Convention in advance of some serious implementation issues being fully resolved.
But now that the Convention is at the point of entry into force, and in recognition of
the actions agreed by IMO, ICS is now encouraging all IMO Member States to ratify
as soon as possible.

Notes

The ambitious intention of the IMO BWM Convention is to address the problem of
invasive marine organisms having damaging impacts on local ecosystems through
their transportation in ships’ ballast tanks. However, when it was adopted in 2004
the technology required for ships to treat millions of gallons of ballast water simply
did not exist outside of a laboratory.

In October 2016, following a major industry campaign led by ICS over several years,
the IMO Marine Environment Protection Committee (MEPC) finally adopted revised
and more robust type-approval standards to be included in what will soon become a
mandatory Code for Approval of Ballast Water Management Systems — the previous
‘G8’ Guidelines having been found by shipowners to be inadequate in a number of
key areas. IMO has recommended that administrations apply these revised
standards as soon as possible. However, they will not become mandatory for new
system approvals until 28 October 2018 and only systems being installed after
October 2020 will be required to have been approved in accordance with the new
Code.

ICS has therefore developed some advice and information for shipping companies in
the form of answers to ‘Frequently Asked Questions’ which can be found on the ICS
website:

Shipping companies have been advised by ICS in these FAQs to put pressure on
manufacturers by only considering treatment systems for installation that have been
certified in accordance with the revised IMO type-approval standards adopted in
2016.
